Important Information

Playing times — Juniors have priority over adults on weekdays from 4pm
— 7pm (6pm on Wednesdays). Courts can be booked in the evenings and
weekends — see notice board in foyer.

Visitors — Always Welcome for playing and coaching. The visitors book
must be signed and the daily fee of £2.00 (£3.00 for adults) placed in the
Treasurers Box. A maximum of 4 visits per guest.

Care of Courts and clubhouse — No smoking on the courts. No chewing
gum. No mobile phones. No glasses, glass bottles or cans. Plastic drink
bottles only — for safety reasons. Players must remove all their litter from
the courts when play is finished. Please note that the clubhouse must be
closed to juniors unless an adult is present.

Coaching — See Olly or coaching notice board in clubhouse.

Social — During the year there are various social events for the adults,
intermediates and juniors. Look for posters in the clubhouse. (and see
website).

Match Play — Junior teams (ages 10 to 18) are entered in the Chelmsford
& District junior league and the Essex junior league. The better juniors
(intermediates) are also invited to play in the adult teams throughout the
year.

Club Tournaments — There are formal inter-club tournaments during
the summer season for juniors and adult members.

Dress Code — you are expected to wear: dresses or, Skirts/Shorts with
respectable tops. Jeans and ordinary shoes are not permitted on the courts.



Please note that large logos are discouraged, white is not essential but
preferred. Shoes should be suitable for tennis. Club sweatshirts, polo’s etc
are available at reasonable prices — see club secretary Sue Robinson.

Security of Premises — The last person to leave the club is required to
ensure that the clubhouse is securely locked and that the outer gates are
closed and padlocked.

British Tennis Membership - To play outside tournaments and certain
matches within the Grove you now need to be a ‘British Tennis’ member. It
doesn’t cost anything to join.

After joining
you’ll get a members pack in the post including your membership number and your
rating number which you’ll need when entering tournaments. Matches organised
within the Grove can also count towards your rating.
